THE DEGREE

A successful applicant may be registered for the following degree:

BPsych (Counselling) degree. This is a four year degree offered on a full-time basis which includes two years of undergraduate study in psychology and two years of counselling specific training.  Applicants who have completed studies in psychology up to a second year undergraduate level or who are currently at a second year level of undergraduate study in psychology may be accepted into this degree at the third year level if their applications are successful.  A 6-month practicum (internship) takes place in the fourth year of study.  Successful completion of the BPsych (Counselling) degree will lead to a candidate being eligible to sit for a national examination set by the Professional Board of Psychology in order to acquire professional status.
For students who are currently at a second year level of undergraduate training in psychology at the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan University, the minimum requirement for acceptance is the successful completion of the core psychology modules and modules from related disciplines together with fundamental, elective and other discipline modules that are prescribed for the first two years of study of the BA Psychology (64000) degree.

Students from other institutions are welcome to apply to be accepted at the third year level. They should note that their application should be accompanied by comprehensive official descriptions of all modules/courses that they have completed to date.

REGISTRATION AS A REGISTERED COUNSELLOR

The Professional Board of Psychology reserves the right to allow any person to register as a Registered Counsellor.  Registration is conditional upon the successful completion of a national examination set by the Board.  This implies that the successful completion of a BPsych (Counselling) degree does not lead to automatic registration with the Professional Board of Psychology.  
THE SELECTION PROCESS

Completed applications should reach the Department of Psychology at the NMMU (South campus) on or before the first September 2014
All applications will be reviewed by the Registered Counsellor Selection Committee and candidates will be shortlisted based upon the following criteria:

a. Academic performance (A minimum average of 60% for psychology courses completed to date.)

b. Completion of the necessary requirements for acceptance into the degree.

Applicants who qualify for the shortlist will be eligible to take part in the selection process which will take place in October 2014: These applicants will be notified of the dates for their interviews.
If you have not been contacted before October, you unfortunately have not been shortlisted and will therefore not need to partake in the interview process. 

Please note that selection into the BPsych (Registered Counsellor) programme does not guarantee selection into the Masters programme.
